1.Imakoji-Nishi-Iseki Site (Onarimachi 171-1)

Was the residence of Adachi clan uncovered?

The excavated area is located at the northern side of the city hall. Through this excavation,
it has become clear that the site consists of 2 parts: one is dated to Nara/Heian period
and the other is dated to middle Kamakura to Nanboku-chou period. In the present
paper, the site dated to Kamakura period will be mainly explained.

In the excavation, a large residence dated from middle Kamakura to Nanboku-chou
period was found. A road, a ditch, and a large remain of shacks supported by pillars
without foundation were found in the site of the residence; they belong to mid- or late
Kamakura period (Plates. 2, 3). Various artifacts were discovered in good condition
(Plates. 4, 5, 16). The surround area was called “Amanawa’ and it is assumed that the
residence of Adachi clan, a Kamakura Gokenin who served Shogun, had been situated in
this area. Therefore, the remains of a residence discovered in the present excavationis

likely to have belonged to Adachi clan.

2.Imakoji-Nishi-Iseki Site (Yuigahama 1- 151-1)

T-shaped road dated to Kamakura period was found.

This excavated area is located at about 100m southeast from Kamakura city central
library. In the area, a road dated to late Kamakura period was found. This road consists
of one wider road running east to west, about 5.4 m in width, and the other narrower one
running south to north, about 2.3 m in width. And these roads cross in T-shape (Fig. 2,
Plates. 8, 9).

It became clear the road had been repaired three times in the past. All parts of the
roads are dated to late Kamakura period. Stretching the road further, it is assumed to
reach the present crossing in front of the entrance of Onari junior high school to the

east, and the crossing at “Tou-no-tsuji” to the south (Fig. 3).

3.0kurabakuhu-Syuhen-Isekigun Sites(Nikaido3-6)

An approach to Egaraten shrine was uncovered.
This excavated area is located at the western part of the approach to Egaraten shrine.
In the excavation, a road was found in the vicinity of the present approach to Egaraten

shrine.
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The road uncovered measures ca. 3 m .width and ca. 6 m length. It is assumed the
road was used as an approach to the shrine. This road could be dated from middle
Kamakura to Nanboku-chou period. It became clear the approach to the shrine was
located further west than today.

Moreover, a ditch that was not parallel with the sacred approach was found in the earlier
layer dated to early Kamakura period. It has become clear the direction of division of the
area was changed in middle Kamakura period when the approach to Egaraten shrine
was repaired (Plate 12).

4.Yofukuji temple site

Preliminary report in 2008

It is famous that Yofukuji temple was erected by Yoritomo Minamoto, the first Shogun
of Kamakura shogunate, in order to hold a memorial service for the deceased at the
Oushu war and other battles. In this time, the excavated area is located between
Nikaidou and a hill behind it (Fig. 4). As a result, a ditch, a posthole, a passage, and so
on were found. This ditch, which measures ca.2 m in width and ca.1.5 m in depth, goes
straightly around the foot of a hill behind the temple building. Since the hillside of the
ditch was cut vertically from the upper part of rock, it seems this construction was
worked extensively (Plates 13, 14). This ditch seems to be have been dug between
Kangen and Houji periods (1243-1248 AD), when Yofukuji temple was extensively
repaired. Remains of a passage with crushed shell-mixed grits and a cross-shaped posthole
were found between the ditch and the building. It is assumed a posthole was dug in
order to erect a pole and the like that served for ritual
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Plate.16 The marionette was excavated
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
