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1. Okura-Bakuhu-Shuhen-Iseki Site

Excavated arm guard in the medieval period

The excavated point is the east of the place where the residence of Minamotono Yoritomo
is presumed to have been located, at the west of the approach to Egara Tenjinsha Shrine. The
excavated remains are assumed to have been a part of the huge residence. The gutters along and
diagonally crossing the approach, lines of the big pole pits, the residence site, various types of
the wells had been excavated. In addition, the characteristic relics such as the iron arm guard
and the copper Buddha statue were found. It was proved that the people in the medieval period

ran a rice field here after they had broken a village of the 8th century and buried a creek there.

2. Ankokuronji-Iseki Site - Kamakura-Jo Site

The trace of the development connected to the present day

The people begun to develop this area in the 13th century, and did extensively in the 14th
century. They had cut the foot of a hill and made the flat land. Some pots of “Ko-Seto’style,
iron pots and whetstones were excavated from the flat land. The landform developed in the

medieval period remains unchanged and is inherited to the present day.

3. Wakamiya-Oji-Shuhen-Isekigun Site

Excavated tens of thousands of coins

Some residence sites were excavated, two of them kept floor boards and so on. A lot of coins
were found from the site. Judging from the size of the pot, about 43,000 - 51,600 coins are
estimated to be in it, but the sort of the coins is not clear yet. It turned out to be a rare and

valuable discovery excavated in Kamakura.

4. Yuigahama-Chusei-Shudan-Bochi-Iseki Site

The cemetery partitioned off by street
A street which extends from south to north and a trace of a burial site for human and animals

were excavated. The street was the division between the living space and the cemetery.
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5. Wakamiya-Oji-Shuhen-Isekigun Site

The excavated road of the medieval

The trace of the road over 6m in width built in around the 13th century was excavated along
the west of Komachi-Oji. The road had been made from hardened sand, and carefully used with
repair. The wooden banks were excavated from the gutters west of the road. The people had
repaired the banks many times, and changed the material from wood into stone in the late 14th

century.

0. Seiryoji-Ato Site

The site of the residence using the foundation board

The site of the residence with wooden pillars about 15c¢m in diameter was excavated. Many
boards for preventing subsidence the pillars were piled under the residence. Also, the gutters
for drainage were excavated along the residence. The gutters had been buried with large rocks.

These facts show that this place had been developed extensively many times.
