Hase-Koji-Shuhen-Iseki Site
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1. Musashi-Oji-Shuhen-Iseki Site (Ogigayatsu 2-297-4)

Discovery of small bronze statue

The excavated point is 200m northwest from Jokomyoji Temple, the residence sites (and
others)of the 13th -15th century were excavated. The residence site arranged Kamakura Ishi
stones (tuff), sunken hearth, wells, kawarakes (earthenwares), lacquer wares and wooden products
were found. A small bronze statue (Photo 5) was found from the residence site (Photo 1). It is
not clear what type of the statue it was, because no similar statues were excavated in Kamakura
ever. Although it is only 6cm tall, even details such as fingers are represented.

2. Wakamiya-Oji-Shuhen-Isekigun Site (Komachi 2-5-27)

Street built in the early 13th century

The excavated point is 130m northwest from Ni-no-Torii (the second trii gate of Tsurugaoka
Hachimangu Shrine) on Wakamiya Oji Avenue, at the west of Komachi-Dori street. A street
which is presumed to be used during 200 years from the early 13th century to the late 14th
century was excavated. The street was built crossing Wakamiya Oji Avenue. The street was
originally about 3m wide, then it expanded gradually and the excavated maximum width was 5m.
The center of the street was raised a little higher and wooden gutters were on its both sides.

3. Wakamiya-Oji-Shuhen-Isekigun Site (Yukinosital-148-4)

Discovery of stone floor of 14th century

The excavated point is 200m west from San-no-Torii (the third torii gate) of Tsurugaoka
Hachimangu Shrine, at the west of Komachi-Dori street. The remains such as the residence
site in around 13th-15th century were excavated. It is supposed that the residence had been
destroyed by fire, because almost all of the lumbers used for the residence were carbonized.
The stone floor excavated from the west of the residence site turned out to have been placed
on the rammed soil. However, the details of the residence are unknown because there were no
conclusive relics. In addition, a large number of wooden stuff products was excavated. A part
of a Japanese traditional umbrella and a round-shaped Japanese traditional box filled with clam
shells were excavated.

4. Wakamiya-0ji-Shuhen-Isekigun Site (Onarimachi 773-2)

Discovery of construction materials which were used in medieval Kamakura

The excavated point is 200m south from Kamakura station. The gutters in the 8th-9th century,
as well as the building site in the 13th-14th were excavated. The building site which lumbers
used for its walls and floors are left in good condition (Photo 13) is a valuable excavation result
for knowing the structure of construction at that time. Furthermore, the excavated remains are
almost parallel with the streets such as Ima-Koji and Wakamiya Oji Avenue and provide with the
essential information of the town at that time.
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5. Hojo-Komachi-Tei-Ato Site (Yukinosita 1-430-14)

Kawarakes (earthenwares) were disposable

The excavated point is 200m southeast from San-no-Torii (the third torii gate) of Tsurugaoka
Hachimangu Shrine. The gutters and the lines of pole pits in the 13th-14th century were
excavated. The gutters and lines of pole pits were so built to cross Wakamiya Oji Avenue. They
are supposed to be the traces for dividing the land. A large amount of kawarakes were excavated
with carbonized grains. Those kawarakes are supposed to have been used for parties or rituals
and thrown away in a mass.

6. Hase-Koji-Shuhen-Iseki Site (Yuigahama 3-194-71)

Discovery of ancient residence site

The excavated point is 50m north from Yuigahama Station of Enoshima Electric Railway. The
residence site with an oven in the 9th century was excavated about 2m deep from the ground.
The oven was left in good condition, and a lot of relics were excavated around it. The discovery
of the ancient residence site and the relics were valuable excavation results for knowing the
state of Kamakura before the medieval period. There are some cases that ancient relics were
excavated around this point, and it is supposed that an ancient village existed in this area.
